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This operation guide describes the basic 
functions of your GT Series Tenant Station
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This tenant station has a dedicated power supply 
and will always remain on, even when the screen 
is off. Contact the building manager if the tenant 
station in this residence is not working. If power 
is lost for over 30 minutes, the blinking STATUS 
light indicates the date / time needs to be reset.

Power Supply
